Dear Candidate Gloria Moore,

In response to your election appeal I have found the following:

USE OF FUNDS: Chapter 8 of the US Department of Labor Election Guide specifically
prohibits the use of Union or Employer funds in campaigning for office. It also prohibits the use
of the Union Letterhead. Since Chapter 8's focus is on the improper use of funds, that is exactly
what I looked for. A “Letterhead” is by definition: “the name, address, etc. as a heading on
stationery.” On NALC-132 Letterhead it includes: the Branch name, address, phone number,
Branch logo, and a list of all Executive members and Trustees. The question I asked myself is
“Was the Branch purchased Letterhead material used for campaign purposes?” My findings are
that Union funds were not used for campaign purposes only personal funds were used.
BRANCH LOGO: I do agree that the Branch logo was used in the campaign, but I find no
restrictions on the use of the Branch logo, in fact it is freely used by members of the branch on
their business cards. In addition I discovered that other Unions freely use their Union logos on
their campaign literature. See enclosures 1,2,3.

VOTER CARD: On Sid Simmons's voter recommendation card I do not agree that the use of
the Branch logo and “Re-elect Sid Simmons” is to refer that it is the Executive Board
recommendation if had the Executive and/or Trustees along with the logo that could be taken as
an endorsement. On the reverse side there was a list of candidates on who to vote for, [ view
this a smart campaign strategy that worked well for those members. I would however object if
the recommendation list of candidates looked exactly like the actual ballot.

DECECASED MEMBERS: I reviewed all reported and known deceased members for
fraudulent ballots and found that all were a “No Vote” status. I knew that this was a touchy
subject even before the campaign started and did my best to remove all known deceased
members and ask all candidates to work with me on this issue. It shocked me to find out that
deceased members on the mail out list went as far back as nine years. I am working with the
Branch to ensure that a known members are permanently removed.

NON PAYING MEMBERS: Understandable many of these members are in their 70's 80's
or older, and may suffer memory loss or may even be given adult care. I believe that the Branch
should not expel these long time members because they are forgetful, but do believe that they
should be made known to the Election Chairman and to be removed from the voting list as per
Branch 132 By Laws. I found ten non-paying members that actually voted. This goes against
our own by laws, but the number (ten) did not make an impact of any of the elected positions.
This is a mute issue and not cause to overturn the election.

In short I do not find sufficient cause to overturn the recent election, as you know you may appeal to
the Branch Executive Board.
